2. Each team takes 20 dominos from the Seed Dominoes
boneyard and leaves them face up.

4. Both teams work together to pick four 7 7

dominos from the boneyard that add or
subtract in any order to equal the tar-
get number. These are called the seed
dominos. .
5. To play, each team places 2 dominos so Target Number is 5.
that 4 numbers in a row must add or
subtract in any order to equal the tar-
get number. Blank=0. ( Team 1 Play )

6. Eachteam gets 1 point for every row they
create. Team 2 Play

7. Each team continues until they cannot
form any more rows.
8. If ateam has leftover dominos at the end
